Step 1 — Back Panel/Touch Screen

 

Remove all 4 screws from the bottom face of the camera using a Phillips #00 head screwdriver
(found in iFixit tool kit).



Using a plastic tool, pry open the back panel of the camera. Be careful not to apply too much force
and damage the camera.


