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Step 1 — Removing the Battery

@ Turn the computer top-side up, open
the display, and press the power
button to ground the system board.

Step 2 — Remove the Screws

e Remove the two screws on the
module cover.
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Step 3 — Lifting the Cover

o Lift the cover off the computer at an
angle as shown in the figure.

Step.

e Remove the two screws that secure
the solid-state drive.

o Lift the solid-state drive out of its
system board connector.
