The
speakers in this device are located on the outer left and right sides of the motherboard. The

speakers dimensions are 1 x 1.75.

TOOLS:
T5 Torx Screwdriver (1)
Phillips #0 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Rear Panel

@ Before you begin, be sure to turn off
your laptop.

e Using a Torx T5 screwdriver,
remove the ten 1/8 inch screws
securing the back cover.

e Remove the back cover.

Step 2 — Speakers

e Using a Phillips #0 screwdriver, remove the two screws holding down the speaker.
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Step 3

e Disconnect the wire by pinching with
your fingers and pulling up.

Step 4

e Remove the speaker.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
